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Division of Extended Learning
For experienced high school and middle school Geography, History or Social Studies educators.  Goals and functions of social studies; underlying principles that influence the teaching of social studies; content, resources and methodology that facilitate the implementation of the above.

This is a course where students will explore perspectives on selected issues and topics of interest related to the teaching of “Geography and History of the World”.

Develops concepts and theories from social science, humanities, and education into practices of successful social studies instruction. Integrates social issues and reflective thinking skills into the social studies curriculum; emphasis on curriculum development skills and building a collection of teaching strategies appropriate for middle/secondary school learners participating in Geography, History or Social Studies courses.

Historical and contemporary roles of social studies will be explored with an emphasis on roles played by history, the social sciences, and the humanities.  Particular attention is given to development of skills essential to successful social studies instruction and a resource bank of

instructional ideas, all related to the teaching of “Geography and History of the World”.
