EUROPEAN COUNTRY

TRAVEL BROCHURE

You are to design and make a brochure or booklet that would tell a traveler or tourist about the culture and attraction of a country in Europe.  Write the brochure to entice someone to visit the country, rather than writing a country report.  Give pertinent, important and useful information.

The brochure should include information about the following:


GEOGRAPHY: physical features, climate, landforms, water feature,


compare the size of the country to state(s) in the United States.


HISTORY/GOVERNMENT: How was the country shaped, when and 


how did it become a country, what was the area before it became


a country?  What type of government does it have?  Who are the 


leaders?  Any famous events that have taken place in the 


country?


LANGUAGE: What will the traveler need to do about communicating,


are there dialects spoken, can the traveler use English and survive?


CURRENCY: What kind of money is used? What is the exchange rate?


How do you exchange money, where is the best place to exchange?


ATTRACTIONS: What is there to see in the country or its cities, 


ie., museums, physical features, buildings,etc.  what is there to do, 


where are the attractions located?  Recreational activities such as 


skiing or sailing


TRAVEL:  How will you get around the country; is there a good mass


transportation system available such as trains, buses, planes. Can you


rent a car, how much will it cost?  What are the possible costs that 


the visitor can expect for travel around the country?  Do you need a 


passport of visa to travel in the country or between countries?


ACCOMODATIONS: What options are there for the traveler, hotels,


hostels, bed and breakfasts.  What are the costs of these choices?



Can U.S. electrical appliances be used, do you need a converter?

ECONOMY: Is there anything made in the country this is famous for
that the tourist would be interested in buying, for example, perfume 


in Paris or lace or glass in Ireland?


FOODS: what are the typical foods that the tourist can find.  Is the


country famous for any foods.


BUDGET: Draw up a budget for the trip.  Include the cost of the 


airline flights, hotel, travel in the country, estimated food costs, 


are gratuities given, costs for gifts and souveniers, any other 


expenses that you can think of.

The brochure should have an introduction to set up the brochure and to tell what it will contain.

The brochure should include visuals that tell abut the country:



A map to show cities, features or attractions.  Include those things on 
map that would be useful and demonstrate the things you are talking


about in the brochure.


Photos would add to the brochure, they can show special or unique


features or places in the country.


Charts can be included to show climate or other features.

GRADING:

QUALITY/ORGANIZATION(15): is it hand written or typed?  Are there headings for the topics, is it spaced and organized neatly.  Is the spelling, grammar and punctuation correct?

APPEARANCE(10): Is it colorful, is it inviting to the reader.  Are there maps/charts and are they neatly done? What type of paper is used, is it plain white or colored.  

CONTENT(20): Is the information accurate, are many topics covered, will this brochure make a tourist want to visit the country, will the information be useful to the traveler, is there an introduction to set up the rest of the brochure. 


BIBLIOGRAPHY(5):A works cited page will be needed to cite all sources used.  Citations should be written according to the Writers INC.
